LESSON TITLE: ROMERO BRITTO


GRADE LEVEL:  8TH GRADE ACCELERATED ART


LENGTH OF LESSON: 45 minutes
LESSON OBJECTIVES (NO MORE THAN 3):  These are aligned to your unit goals and scaffold towards them.  Lesson objectives can be achieved in the time of one 45 minutes lesson. 

1. Students will learn how characteristics of Pop Art differ from other historical art movements.
2. Students will learn how and why artists like Romero Britto were inspired to appropriate famous pieces of art in his own work.
3. Students will learn to select and repurpose historical pieces of art for recreation/appropriation.

	I will remind students of the previous lesson by asking them what they know/remember about inspiration and appropriation in art.
We will work together as a class to list meanings, synonyms, and examples under each word (inspiration and appropriation).

I will share work from Romero Britto before introducing the artist.
I will ask students to observe the appropriated artwork from Britto and describe what they notice and wonder about the pieces.
I will also ask if these pieces relate to the idea of inspiration or appropriation or both? And how?
I will then introduce the artist and ask why the students think Romero Britto decided to recreate these pieces of art in his own style?

At this time, I will introduce the assignment by handing out the art movement flashcards from the previous lesson. Students will be reminded of the art movement they were assigned last week and continue their research on their Chromebooks for the next 8 minutes. They will each choose a painting from their assigned art movement and recreate it in the style of Romero Britto.

Students will have the next 20 minutes to sketch the historic painting of their choosing and begin using black ink and colored markers to Britto-fy their artwork.
Students will have the next class session to complete their drawing.


During the final 5 minutes before clean-up, I will ask students to list 2 responses on an index card:
1. Why did you choose this historic piece of work to recreate?
2. Name at least one characteristic in your recreation that was inspired by Romero Britto.


Students will have 2 minutes to put their markers and artwork away.




INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS & RESOURCES: What handouts/worksheets/images/etc. will you use to support your lesson? 

· Romero Britto’s Mona Lisa, Starry Night, Birth of Venus, Perception of Time
· Visual Word Web created as a class to further explain the meanings of inspiration and appropriation.
· Flashcards with assigned Art Movements to assist during independent research.
· Chromebooks to use for research and inspiration

Differentiated Instruction: how will your instructional tasks and supports assist all learners in accomplishing the lesson objectives?

Students who struggle to research and study their art movement in the given time-period will be encouraged to use the flash cards from the previous lesson. Students who require more worktime will have an extra workday to complete the assignment. Exceptionally creative students who wish to add their own style to the recreation will be allowed to do so.
 

LESSON ASSESSMENT: How will you know if students mastered the objectives?
Formative (in process) Assessment: Formative assessment can help you understand students’ prior knowledge or can happen as you go and is used to help you focus your teaching.   

Formative Assessments will be conducted during Word Web creation. Students will be expected to reflect on the previous lesson and recall the meanings of inspiration and appropriation in art. I will know students understand these terms by assessing their examples and definitions during this group activity. 

Summative (at the end of the lesson) Assessment: Summative assessment comes at the end of the lesson.  For each objective, how will you determine what/if students are learning what you hope to teach? What evidence would you collect to show that students are learning/mastering each objective?

Students will be asked to complete an exit ticket as their summative assessment. After they’ve had the chance to research a historic piece of art and begin recreating it in the style of Romero Britto, they will have 5 minutes to respond to the following prompts:
1.  Why did you choose this historic piece of work to recreate?
2. Name at least one characteristic in your recreation that was inspired by Romero Britto.
